Japan-Europe Mutual Understanding Scholarship Program 2007

As one of the efforts to promote youth exchanges and enhance mutual understanding between Japan and Europe, the Government of Japan offers Japan-Europe Mutual Understanding Scholarship Program. In this program, the students will take part in either a 5 week short visit or a 6 months stay, in which they will attend Japanese schools and stay in Japanese ordinary households, and experience various other activities in Japan.


For the year 2007, one student from the Slovak Republic is eligible only for Short-term program.

Program Details

Short-term program

The program starts on June 25th 2006 and ends on July 30th 2007.

Participants will attend Japanese high school classes (all the classes are done only in Japanese), tours in Japanese provinces, and stay in Japanese ordinary households.

How to Apply

1. The applicant should:

(a) be 16-17 years of age and a citizen of the Slovak Republic
(b) have a keen interest in the country and culture of Japan

(c) have an ability to communicate in English and adopt to Japanese family custom
(d) have no another imminent plan for a long-term stay in Japan

(e) have no Japanese nationality

2. Applicants must submit following documents to the Embassy of Japan in Bratislava (Hlavne namestie 2, 813 27 Bratislava) by February 26, 2006 (application must arrive). The submitted documents will not be returned. 

(a) Signed application form (prescribed form)

(b) Photograph (should be pasted on the application form)

(c) Essay on “Motivation and expectations for this program”.
Documents (a) and (b) must be written in English, and (c) must be written in English and Japanese. These should be submitted only by post. We DO NOT receive any application forms by fax or email. The Embassy will select potential candidates by conducting interviews in March.

3.  The Japanese Government will provide air-fares, as well as school fee, cost for commuting school, trip to provinces and insurance. The participants are expected to provide other personal expenses.
